Senior Chief Inyambo Yeta is the traditional ruler of the Sisheke Chiefdom in the Western Province of
Zambia and was born on 27 July 1954 in Kitwe, Zambia. He is the second son of the late Litunga (King) of
the Lozi Kingdom, llute Yeta IV. He ascended to the throne in September 1977 at the age of 23. Senior Chief
Inyambo Yeta studied law at the Universities of Swaziland and Edinburgh, Scotland, where he graduated
with honours in law (LLB).

From 1983 to 1988, Senior Chief Inyambo Yeta was both Member and Vice Chairman of the House of Chiefs
and in addition to this a Member of the Parliament and Minister of State for Home Affairs from 1988 — 1991.
Thereafter the Senior Chief served as Vice President from 1995 to 2000 to Dr. Kenneth Kaunda, the first
Republican President of Zambia.

In 1997 Senior Chief Yeta became Chief Architect and founding member of the Royal Foundation of Zambia
(RF2), a non-governmental organisation established by all Chiefs in Zambia to provide a forum to network
and exchange views and ideas.

From 2001 to the present day, Senior Chief Yeta has been the patron of the Sesheke District Anti HIV/AIDS
Task Force.

From March 2003 to March 2006: he was the Vice Chairperson of the Constitutional Review Commission
(CRC) and led half of the Commissioners to all the Provinces of Zambia to hear and receive submissions
from petitioners. He successfully submitted a draft constitution and a report to the government on 30"
December 2005.

Since September 2003, Senior Chief Yeta has served as Chairman of the House (constitutional body) of
Chiefs of Zambia and presides over 27 other traditional leaders, three from each province, who are elected
to the House by all the other 287 Chiefs from all the nine Provinces of Zambia.

Other notable achievements:

In February 2011 Senior Chief Yeta was appointed to the Board of Directors of the Peace Parks Foundation.
The Peace Parks Foundation has been privileged to work with Senior Chief Yeta, who, with exemplary
leadership, is promoting the sustainable use of natural resources by his people.

The Senior Chief has successfully established an effective mission partnership between Mwandi UCZ
Mission Hospital and the Presbyterian Church in the USA. Through this partnership, a new Mwandi Mission
Hospital has been constructed and electrified.
